What Is Evolution?

(AKA, Naturalistic Evolution, Neo -
Darwinism, Darwinism, or

The General Theory of Evolution)

The philosophy that all life on earth
gradually evolved from a single -celled
organism by means of random mutations
and natural selection (i.e., survival of the
fittest). AKA, *“particles to people ” or
“molecules to man. ”

Il. Principle #1

a. Change (microevolution) occurs
within animal kinds (i.e., groups or
types, within phylogentic boundaries,
aka variation within a kind)

b. Microevolution does not cross
phylogenetic boundaries into
macroevolution (i.e., animals do not
change outside their kind)

What Is Baraminology?

“Baraminology Is a creationist taxonomic
system that classifies animals into groups
called "created kinds" or "baramins”
according to the account of creation in the
book of Genesis. It claims that kinds

cannot Iinterbreed, and have no

evolutionary relationship to one another.”
« First Proposed by Frank Marsh in 1941.
