Falsifiability is the the logical possibility that Falsifiability is the the logical possibility that 
an assertion could be shown false by a an assertion could be shown false by a 
particular observation or physical experiment.  particular observation or physical experiment.  

If an assertion cannot be falsified then it is If an assertion cannot be falsified then it is 
always always assumedassumed to be true, regardless of what to be true, regardless of what 
variables are changed in the experiment.variables are changed in the experiment.
